MANAGER’S CHECKLIST

Failure to complete any of the following regarding your teams match, your team will be fined by the Association. Refer to the fees and fines sheet in folder for details.

1.   Collect information weekly from your teams file from the black container located in the club house.

2.   Make sure that players are properly attired in full club uniform including shin pads. Shirts are to be tucked into shorts.

3.   Fill in the Association match sheet CORRECTLY IN BALL POINT PEN not fibre tip pen. (See example in folder, all areas highlighted MUST be completed). This sheet will be available at Ground Control where your game is played. If a sheet cannot be found there is a spare in your folder and more can be collected from the club house.
If borrowing a player from another team you must write on sheet in section provided – Player’s SHIRT #, INITIAL & SURNAME, ID # AND THE TEAM LISTED ON THE BORROWED PLAYER’S CARD. Refer to the rule book for full details on who you can borrow.
4.   Sight ID cards (U10’s and up) on the field with the opposition manager.

5.   Make sure the match ball is properly inflated (pump located in clubhouse) and ALWAYS take it to the games. Both teams are required to supply a match ball and your team could be fined by the Association if you forget.

6.   Yellow manager’s vest must be worn throughout the game.

7.   If an injury occurs please fill out an ACCIDENT REPORT at the appropriate ground. THIS IS IMPORTANT. 

8.   At the completion of the game. Check the score on the match sheet after completion by the referee and SIGN the sheet. CHECK THAT EVERYTHING IS COMPLETED as failure to do so will incur fines from the association. If there are any protests note them down clearly on reverse of match sheet and advise the club secretary via email to - info@mirandamagpies.com.
9.   Make sure you have all the ID cards after the match. If a player has been sent off it is your responsibility to give the ID card to the referee immediately at end of game.

10.   Check the web site for any information to be passed onto your team including the DUTY ROSTER, (when your team is required for GROUND CONTROL and CANTEEN DUTIES). Organise roster and hand into Ron at the club house the week before duty. SSF & Junior teams usually have 2 – 3 times throughout season and Senior teams usually complete a whole Sunday only once during the season. The roster will go onto web site soon after the draw is advised by association. Sometimes this is only 1 - 2 weeks in advance.
11.   Optional - Complete your team match report on-line by the REPORT UPLOAD button on the web site www.mirandamagpies.com This can be done by the coach/manager or person nominated responsible. Reports must be submitted by MONDAY NIGHT after the match or will NOT be included. PLEASE encourage your players to check the report each week.
12.   NEVER assume that matches have been cancelled due to wet weather. Refer to WET WEATHER PROCEDURE sheet in folder or on website. If you have an 8am game always turn up ready to play.
13.   When “GROUNDS CLOSED” sign is shown on board at the ground this FORBIDS ANY TRAINING.
